SPORTSMAN'S PARK, St. Louis.'
Mo, Oct, 1.—The Philadelphia Ath- |
letics .unlimbered their heavy ar-.
tillery on the enemy’s home bat-'
t)eground today, fired two booming
salvos that crushed the youthful
Cardinal sharpshooter, Paul Der-
ringer, and moved triumphantly
toward their goal of a third world
baseball championship.

The final score was 6 to 2 as the
Athletics, in a characteristically
skillful exhibition, subdued St. Louis
in the opening skirmish of the big
serles behind the somewhat errat-
ic left handed pitching of the great
Robert Moses Grove.

COLORFUL CROWD

A howling, hopeful crowd of 38,
529 hometown customers came out
to cheer the Cardinals in thelr
fresh attempt to stop Connie Mack'’s
baseball steamroller. They saw the
great Grove hit briskly, touched
for two runs in the very first in-
ning, only to steady down and pitch
himself, out of a clock of critical
situations in holding the National
League champlons scoreless for the
rest of the game.

The Red Birds outhit the world
champions, 12 to 11, but the big
guns of the A's were more destruc-
tive, and accomplished the down-
fall of the youthful Derringer in
decisive fashion. Four runs in a
wild third inning, when Derringer
lost control, forced in the tying
run and then a single by Jimmy
Foxx with the bases full, decided
the game.

SIMMON'S HOMER 3

As a parting salute, Al Simmons
drove a home run into the left
field bleachers in the seventh in-
ning with Micky Cochrane on base.
After that wallop the fading Car-
dinal hopes flickered out, Derring-
er ylelding to a pinch hitter and
Sylvester Johnson' held the A’s
hitless in the last two innings. The
Athletics won like the favorites
and world champions that they
were in blasting the hopes that the
National Leaguers had ploced with
such confidence on the youthful
and inexperienced Derringer, a
“freshman’ big leaguer making his
first world series start.

GROVE A SENSATION

For two innings, as he struck out
four of the six batsmen to face
him, the 25 year old Kentucky boy
loked like the sensation he was ex-
pected to be. He fanned Bishop and
Haas to start the game and struck
out Foxx and Miller in the second
inning to the accompaniment of
wild' applause.

It was a-brilliant start, too good
to be true, in fact, as events in the
third inning quickly demonstrated.
Jimmy Dykes led the first big at-
tack of the A's, and before it was
over hits by Dib Willlams, Mule
H2as and Jimmy Foxx, interspers-
ed with passer to Cochrane and
Simmons .accounted for four runs.
Dykes was cut down between third
and home as the Cardinals fought
to stem tho tide, but Derringer’s
wildness afid the pinch hitting of
the A's was too much to be con-
trolled.

Derringer rallied with a fine show
of ‘gameness to check the Athletics
in the next three innings, but the
big act was put on by Simmons, in
the seventh, and Lefty Grove bore
down in the stretch to choke off
any lingering danger in the Car-
dinal bats,

It was not a brilliant day for the

famous southpaw, although he had
remarkably fine control and was
master of the situation in the pln-’
ches after the first inning, aided
by the steady and at times spec- ‘
tacular defense put up by his team
mates.
Grove was hit harder than Der-
ringer, however, all the day. He
fanned seven Cardinals, . whereas
Derringer's deceptive curves set
down nire of ths A’s on strikes.
