*~~P. A. D. writes: The engine of
n:r sedan has always knocked 8o
badly, when [ give it gas in climb
ing hills that I have to use low
gear, I have had carburetor - ad-
justed, valves ground and carbon
removed and know how to adjust
the spavk properly. 1 think that
this is a gas knock. What is your
opinion?

Answer: The ordinary gas-knock
due to weay mixture and loose en
gine parts is usually quieted hy
feeding more gasoline. The gas-
knock occasioned by the detonation
of keroseny fuel under compression
should ne no more likely to occur
in your engine than in others of
the sams model, It sometimes
happens that a particular engine is
Rut out with defects in the casting
of the head which heat and pro:
duce preignition and knocking ana
it would be well for you to inspect
your engine in this regard. A
gasket tiiat projects within the
combustion space may also cause
pre-ignition and the use of spark
plugs of inappropriate design may
also do. so. We assume- that you
are using gasoline of ordinarily
good quality.
