MOSCOW, Jan. 2—(Saturday)—(AP)—Velikle Luki, strongly beld

The entire German garrison at Veliki Luki, 60 miles northwest of
Moscow, was wiped out “In view of the fact that the enemy refused te
lay down their arms,” the Russiang said.

It was one of the strongest Hitlerian positions in the broad cenirad
front, forming with Rehev and Vyazma a great triangle of defence. The

Russians long have been west of Rzhev and at the

centre of the triangle at Bely, at a point only 60 miles north of Smol~
ensk in the Napoleonic corridor of retreat.
