But it will pay grudgingly and with
little realisation of how much it
means and has meant to this Pro-
vince to be thus deprived for more
than a generation, of its just dues.
In the forty years Canada has ac-
complished great things, especially
in providing transportation facilities,
for regions then unsettled and al-
most unknown.
