At the Royal Observatory at Greenwich, the
Astronomer Royal, Sir Harold Spencer Jones,
is replacing the pendulum clock by a quartz-
crystal clock.  This revolutionizes the measure-
ment of time. Greenwich Time by the pendulum
clock was accurate to 1-100th of a second per
day, which meant that a watch kept tuned in to
Greenwich, would gain or lose only one-third of
a second per month, The new quartz-ctystal
clock is accurate to 1-1000th of a second  per
day—a variation of less than one second in two
and one-half years. It is hoped to reach an ac-
curacy of 1-10,000th of a second per day. The
new clock has a small quartz-crystal which is
kept always at the same temperattre and vibrat-
ing continuously by electrical means. Time is
measured from it by counting the vibrations of
the “quartz-crystal instead of the swings of a
pendfilum. The . pendulum vibrates once a sec-
ond, the quartz-crystal 100,000 times a second.
Therein lies the improved accuracy. The im-
mediate value of this to wartime astronomers is
that it provides a high-precision standard of fre-
quency for electronic devices, such as  radio-
location,  When counting a million vibrations
of an electric current per second, 1-10,000th of

a second makes a big difference.

When we are old enough to read
Shakespeare we soon make the ace
quaintance of “old John of Gaunt,
time-honored Lancaster,” third son
of Edward III of England, horn
at Gand, or Kent, in 1340, in the
Abbey of St. Bavon, already 700
years old.
