ELECTION DAY

| IN PORTUGAL

LISBON, May 28—Perfect order
prevailed yesterday at the elections
for  the Constitutional |Assembly,
which were held throughout the coun-
ry. In thirty out of fifty-one con-
stituencies the seats were disputed by
candidates of the directory of the Re-
publican pd¥ty, the Independent Re-
publican, and the Socialists. Tn the
other constituencies the regular Re-
publicans were unopposed.

The Monarchists abstained from
putting forward candidates, declaring
that the elections presented no guar-
antees of liberty or sincerity. In-
stend they circulated all sorts of ru-
mors of a counter revolution, an
armed invagion by way of the Gali-
cian frontier ~ and similar attempts
against the Government. The auth-
orities took extraordinary precau-
tions not:- only to preserve order but
to anticipate .any revolutionary
movement. Almost' the ‘entire fleet
wag concentrated in ‘- the North, but
the intervention of armed force has
not been necessary up to the present,

HANOVER, N. H., May 29—Harry
W. Oliver, the students ‘‘Raffles’’ of
Dartmouth, was the victim of a men-
tal illness that psychologists call

close study.

Caught while attempting to force
an entrance into Carter’'s Police Chief
Gauthier says Oliver has confessed
to stealing jewelry and money from
burglarizing two clotnes stores and
Alpert Foreman, a fellow student.
