STERILIZATION OF
MENTAL DEFECTIVES

_TORONTO, Ont., Dec. 2—(By The
Canadian  Press) — Sterilization of
mental defectives should bs  the
theme of social organized debate, Dr.
B. T. McGle, superintendent of the
Ontario hospital, Orillia, sald at the
annual meeting of the Haven. En-
abling . Fegislation in this regard had
been passed in both British Colum-
bin and Alberta. It was .time that
the subject was brought to the at-
tention of ‘Toronto and that opinion
be expressed on the matter.

The -staff.of the hospital at Oril-
lia ‘thought  sterilization . advisable,
properly safeguarded of course, in a
number: of -cases. The matter should
receive careful consideration in fair-
ness to:the children who are brought
into the world. It was found in two
years .at the Orillia hospital that
53.4 per cent of those whose cause
of mental defectiveness could be de-
termined were hereditary cases.
