Mr. P. J. Phillip, the resident correspondent
of The New York Times in Ottawa, in a de-
spatch to his paper has drawn attention to the
drastic severity of the restrictions which prevent
free travel across the border between Canada
and the United States. Today every Canadian
who proceeds to the United States must obtain a
passport issued by his own Government with a
United States visa or a renewable border-cross-
ing card if he goes for less than twenty-nine
d: A resident of the United States seeking to
visit Canada must secure an exit permit which
entails the filling up of five forms, and for peo-
ple who live outside of Washington there is no
guarantee that it can be received within thirty
days after the application is filed.

The consequence of these regulations, com-
ments the Globe and Mail, is that the border be-
tween the two countries, which so long has been
free, is now transformed into a frontier, and for
the first time for many a long day the United
States is being treated in Canada as a foreign
country and vice versa at a time when through
their partnership in the struggle for freedom
their relations are closer than ever before, and
every possible liberty of intercourse ought to be
maintained.

There is substance in Mr. Phillip’s allegations
that the frontier now created between the two

i countries tends to separate them spiritually as
{ i well as physically, and that the existing pre-
tautions and restrictions have become far more
| a serious handicap to the joint war effort of the
two countries than a help to either one. While
Canada was at war with the Axis powers and
the United States was a neutral there was some
excuse for drastic restrictions about crossing the
border, but now that the two countries are on
the same footing as loyal partners in a com-
mon struggle the time seems to be ripe for a
modification of restrictions which are doing
positive harm to their friendly relations.

The Japanese military administration in the
Netherlands East Indies has decreed that the
Christian calendar shall be replaced by the Jap-
anese calendar in the conquered islands. By Jap-
anese reckoning this is the year 2602, the era
dating from the mythical foundation of the
Japanese Empire in 660 B. C. by the Emperor
Jimmu. A dispatch from Tokyo states that
the Japanese Government announces that hence-
forth “Dai Nippon” will be the official Japan-
ese designation for the greater Japanese Empira.
The dispatch did not indicate the limits of that
empire but dispatches from the Netherlands East
Indies to Tokyo, reporting that the Japanese mili-
tary administration had decreed replacement of
the Christian calendar by the Japanese, hinted
that those rich islands would be included.
“Dai Nippon” liberally means “great sun-origin”
and may be rendered “great sun-born land” or
“great land of the rising sun.” It has been
used by the Japanese for generations to mean

their own home islands,

The current shortage of supplies, coupled with
the fact that dried fish in wooden cases, kegs or
barrels does not usually arrive in good condition,
has precluded sales of Canadian codfish in Peru.
O neeapnt of high laid-down costs it was also
in an unfavourahle competitive position as com-
pared,with Norwegian dried codfish in airtight
tis ~ontainers, The tvpes nf salmon for which
there is a demand are mainly pinks and chums,
and it is doubtful whether the better grades
would be favoured by purchasers so long as the
usual price differentials prevail. Japan and the
United States have heretofore shared the bulk
of the trade in sardines.

Sales of Canadian canned fish in Ecuador will
depend on the success with which competition
can be met from the United States. The buying
power of the native population is low, and sales
are restricted accordingly. In the past certain
amounts of salmon have entered Ecuador, but
salee are principally of sardines.

The onvportunities for the sale »f Canadian
fish in Chile are only fair, in view of the strict
exchange control and the efforts being made to
increase domestic production. A fair demand
for Canadian canned salmon might be main-

tained provided prices are not higher than those
of salmon from the United States. Since duties
are high, sales would be limited.

Bolivia, being an inland country, is more de-
pendent on imports than Peru, Ecuador or Chile.
It is unlikely that dried or salted Canadian fish’
would withstand the long voyage through the
tropics and the haul by rail into Bolivia from the
port of entry. A limited sale of Canadian dried
