That the conference should
be carried on was never in ques-
tion; the only matter for any doubt
being what was best to do immed-
iately,

“Sir John Simon (Foreign Sec-
retary) and the Under-Secretary
last week returned to Geneva and
took part in a series of profitable
and amicable consultations with
leading representatives of the states
there present.

“Sir John, returning today, Is
able to report there is a determin-
ed spirit of cooperation at Geneva,
and no intention of allowing dis-
armament to die or fail.”

The Prime Minister sald Sir
John went to Geneva as a repre-
sentative of the entire cabinet.
“We are entitled to claim British
help is doing much to bring ahout
that united effort necessary to ul-
timate success,” he added.

“We hope Germany may join
these diplomatic exchanges and
Ffance and Italy will continue
their efforts. Of course we will
continue to act in close touch with
the United States.”

He concluded with & reference to
what he described as a very unbal-
anced attack by the opposition
against private armament firms in
Britain, in which it had been
charged Britain supplied one-third
of the total export trade in arma-
ments,

That was an exaggeration of the
grossest character, said the Prime
Minister, “which becomes almost
fantastic.” The Sheffield Chamber
