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‘The Farm’s Worst Menace

One of the most vital problems facing our
farmers at thej present time, as intimated by
Deputy Mipister[ Shaw, in opening fhe'“confer.encc
this week % PR and Provincial agricul-
tural officials,”is that of soil erosicn. In the re-
sort of Experimental Ferms services, it wos stat-
ed that about 7.7 per cent of the total land arec
»f this Province has been classed as susceptible
to severe erosion, by water action. The greater
proportio of this. urca, 78 per cent, could, no
doubt, be mamtained i agricultural use with
special practices—contour vworking, strip  crop-
ping<Ghd eliminating intertilled crops. Much of
it, however, says the report, would be !?e'tter in
grass and prefergbly forest. The remaining 22
per cent can _efiy be classed as non‘-ugr:c_ull'urul
land. Much ¢t cur arable land is also subject to
erosion activities It proper cultural practices are
not followed.

Similar emphasis was placed in the 1946 re
port of the P. B, |. Advisory Reconstruction Com-
mittee, which noted that many of the abandon-
ed farms in the Province were, within a period
of 100 years, cleared, cultivated without thgught
of conservation, and, tinally abandoned, having
been deprived of their fertility largely thrcqgh
sheet erosion, aggravated by faulty: farming
practices. Theghief remedial measure recom-
mended was the planting of trees and shrubs to
prevent further denudation.

That this problem is by no means confined
to Prinfe Edward Island was indicated this week
by Mr. W. B. Oliver, State conservationist for
Maine, in addressing the annual meeting of the
Farmers’ Association of New Brunswick. Mr.
Qliver estimated that more than 100,000,000
acres of land had been lost in the United States
by soil erosion during the last two centuries. He
urged the need of cumpaigning for @ nation-
wide policy of conservation and replacement.

At Ottawa, too, they have been worried
about this problem, where o seven-year test has
been made by the Central Experimental Farm to
determine the progressive effects of erosion on
crop production. The test was mede with barley,
on five ditferent soil types, both with and with-

*out fertilizer.

Over the seven-year period, the average
yield from a test plot of normal undisturbed soil,
without any fertilizer, was 33.2 bushels to the
acre.  With three inches of soil added to the
surface soil on another plot, the yield was virtu-
ally unatfected, being 33.3 bushels, but there
was a difference of over a bushel when fertil-
izer was used—45.6 bushels on normal soil and
46.8 when three inches were added.

The reverse operation, that s, removing
some of the surface soil, led to these results in
barley production: On the plot with three
inches of soil taken off, the average yield (no
fertilizer) dropped sharply to 26.6 bushels, Where
all but onc inch of the surface soil was gone, it
hecame 14.8 bushels.  With all the surface scil
removed, the yield was down to an even 4
hushels.

Use of fertilizer helped to offset the de-
cline in yield at these various stages, but was
by no means sufficient to make up for the pro-
gressive wastage of surface soil. At the lowest
point, fertilized plots produced no better than
an average of 11.7 bushels to the acre of barley.

On the deepest soils of the prairies, erosion
conceivably might go on for a long time without
very marked etfect. On others, the results of a
similar test would probebly not be unlike those
cbtained at the Central Experimental Farm. These
cold statistics should serve as an additional
warning cf what to expect if the nation plays
fast and locse with its most precious asset.

Industrial Development

Ameng the rezperts submitted at the recent
annual meeting of the Charlottetown Board of
Trade was an exceptionally interesting one by
Mr. F. W. Hyndman, chairman of the Beard’s in-
dustrial develcgmentgecmmittze, It was point-
ed out that whila Prinze Edwerd Island cannof
expect to dovelsy heavy industrics, we should be
locking forvard to establishing more light in-
dustries, such os thoss connected with process-
ing of our farm and sea products.  Freight rates,
Mr. Hyndmen showed, are now actually in our
favor with regard to exod¥ting products to Up-
per Canade. We also have the benefit of water
transportation ard exccllent facilities for air
freight and express. Even power for light and
medium industries may now be obtained gt rates
comparable to those enioyed in our sister Mari.
time Provinces. The chief remaining difficulty
is that of financing new local industries, there
being no established market here for “risk cap-
ital,” and few people who have any sizeable
funds to invest.

Mr. Hyndman suggests, as an alternative.
the formaticn of a “pcol” by a number of our
citizens prapared to risk comparatively small
amounts in reccmmended ventures.© A consid-
erable sum could doubtless be raised locally by
this means. It might prove the key to the prob-
lem of developing new Island industries.

Butter Production
Despite the present high price for butter
Canadians continue to use more of it than they
did during _wartime. Figures of ghe Dominion
Bureau of Statistics show that during December
26,165,000 pounds of creamery butter went into
