CONTROL OF STRAWBERRY
LEAF SPOT

(Experimental Farms Nove)

This common leaf disease has
become a limiting factor in straw-
berry production in certamn areas of
New Brunswick. The disease 18
characterized by the production of
small, purple or red bordered spots
with grey centres on the straw-
berry leaves. The spots sometimes
merge to form large irregular
blotches, often involving the whole
leaf. The disease also attacks the
fruit stems, causing shrivelling and
improper development of the fruit,
Badly diseased plants are weaken-
ed and usually suffer severely from
winter killing.

Certain climatic conditions fav-
our the development of the disease,

articularly hot, bright days, in-

rshersed with occasional showers
or followed by heavy dews at
night.

Experiments conducted by the
Division of Botany, states 8. F.
Clarkson, Dominen Laboratory of
Plant Pathology, Fredericton, N.
B, indicate that this disease may
be controlled effectively by spray-
ing with Bordeaux mixture com-

posed of 2 pounds of copper
.sulé)hau, 4 pounds of hydrated e
and 40

%allon.s of water. Beginning
May 14th, two or three _sprays
should be applied at weekly in-
tervals before the blossoms open,
followed by a further spray t:g-
lication immediately after e
ruit has been harvested. Because
of the fact that the disease over-
winners o: the old leaves, badly in-
fected plantation should be mowed
and the leaves burned early in the
spring before growth begins. This
practice when used in conjunction
with spraying assists in the con-
trol of this disease.
