There is no open sign what ef-
fect it might have on the politi-
cal situation in-France, but many
felt it would encourage the Com-
munists to harden -their demands
and harass the Schuman Govern-
ment further before its finance
measures have a longer chance to
work.

The fate of the ‘Soclalists In
Czechoslovakia was only the lat-
est of a series of shocks to Soclal-
ists in France.

Probably the first real shock to
the French Soclalists was to find
the Communists supporting the
Viet Nam forces in Indo-China
against the French Government.

Three mines exploded with terrie
fic impact today under three rail-
road sleeping cars crowded with
British troops, killing 28 of them
and injuring 33 others.
