BUFFALO, N. Y, May 8—(AP) |

through injection in extremely
weak amounts into the vein, were
described at g symposium at the
Society’s annual meeting, Pio=
calne is a pain-reliever only, not
a cure for disorders.

It shows great promise in treat-
ing congenital spastics, chilaren
who are crippled by muscle spasmns,
sald Drs, David J. Graubard,
Raphael W. Robertazzi and M:lton
C. Peterson of the reconstruction
hospital unit, New York Post-
Graduate Medical School and Hos-
pital.

Another effective new use, they

creasing mobility in two types of
arthritis—that resulting after ine
Jury, and osteoarthritis marked by
excessive bone formation around
ligaments and joints.

In fractures, wounds and other
injuries, procaine can quickly re-
duce throbbing, burning pain, Dr,
Graubard sald, It also has been
tried successfully to relteve pain
and spasms in chronic stages of
infantile paralysis.

Steadily growing uses already
included relief of neuralgia and
sciatica, the severe itching of
jaundice and the pain of burns.

‘!n the western part of the Prove
, ince has not yet been put in the
! Water owing to the . continuous
rough weather, Mr, Chester P,
McCarthy, general manager of the
Tignish Fishermen's Union, in=
formed the Guardian yesterday.

The few traps which have oveen
fished, Mr. MecCarthy said, show
that lobsters off North Cape and
Tignish are not plentiful. He bee
lieved the same conditions  woula
apply off Alberton. :

Herring, however, are now
plentiful, Mr. McCarthy said, so
that .baiting the gear will offar
i no problem once the fishermen
get it all into the water.

As the head of a co-operailve
factory, Mr. McCarthy said, he
Was unable to state what the
fishermen woud receive fer their
lobsters. The private packers 1n
his vicinity had not yet given the
fishermen any idea of what they
might expect for their fish.

It was his opinion that the fisher-
men cshould receive at least $13
per 100 lbs. for canners if they
were to make any profit, Mr. Mc~
Carthy said.

Catches in the Georgetown area

' varied somewhat, with the fishei~

men on the outer grounds doing
somewhat better than those fish-
ing nearer to shore. However. the
weather was delaying operations
and only a part of the gear war
in the water.

One report said some fishermen
were averaging about a pound (o
a trap. There was no definite
price, but rumors said it woula be
from 10 to 12 cents per pound for
canners,
