Carried, or frozen to death made
259 per cent of the losses. Lack of
milk was given as the cause in 145
per cent of the cases. Accidents took
a toll of 14 per cent. Pneumonla was
responsible for 8 per cent of the
losses. The rest was caused by in-
ternal parasites and illness of an
infectious nature. Note—The per-
ocentages are of the losses as based
at 100 per cent.

The above total is not complete
since all those numerous deaths for
.which no immediate cause could be
given by the breeder have been
omitted. The figures, however. in«
dicate in the direction to look for
eliminating the trouble, Lack of milk
is at the bottom of most of it. Sec-
ond comes the psychosis of fear
which manifests itself during the
gestation period.

As for lack of milk, the mother
may eat the young before they act-
ually starve to death, Its ecause is
faulty and Insufficlent feeding,
thinness, rin down condition of the
mother, and above all there is the
inherativé factor which makes for
the lack of milk. Knowing this, pre-
cautions in breeidng and mating
have to be taken accordingly,

As with other branches of do-
mesticated animals, more attention
has t0 be given to the selection of
individuals whioh have come from
families with plenty of milk. In this
respedt it woild be a step in the
right direction to keep regular
weighlng redords of pups afid lit-
ters at from fourteen days old to
four weeks.
