TO MEET IN
MID JANUARY

Idea of a Fall Session
Abaindoned — Small
Volume of Legisla-
tion Forecast,

(C. P, By Guardian’s Special Wire)
OTTAWA, Sept. 16—Lack of
anything in the way of pre-session-
al adivity among government de-
partments, coupled with unofficial
information circulating about Ot-
tawa, has led to the general belief
that the idea of a fall session has
been abandoned. There s every
evidence, however, that regardless
of the outcome of the five federal
by-elections to be decided in On-
tario & week from tomorrow, the
govermment will again meet Par-
liament, probably early in the new
year.

An apparently reasonable fore-
cast is that Parliament will be
called about the middle of January
with government legislation, smal
in volume, ready for early presen-
tation, and an early budget show-
ing a substantial surplus, some re-
duction in taxation, and restor-
;\Hon of pay cuts in the civil serv-
ce.

Unemployment Insurance

Unemployment insurance, ad-
vanced legislation  designed to
place a large measure of control
upon {ndustry to remedy evils dis-
closed before the Stevens Commit-
tee on price spreads and wages.,
and possibly amendments to the
British North America Act will be
laid btrfore the members.

In refusing to join Russia, Czecho-
slovakia and the Baltic States in the
proposed “Eastern Locarno”, Berlin
rejected the basic feature of the
pact as drafted at Paris—the pro-
posal that all signatories unite to
lend military assistance to any sign-
atory attacked.

Germany “does not wish alto-
gether to reject the idea of multila-
teral pacts,” her reply to the powers
said. An earnest suggestion was ad-
ded to the effect that if other gov-
ernments wish to pursue this idca,
“stress be laid not on an agreement
for immediate military assistance in
case of war but rather upon other
methods of securing peace.”

German Suggestion

German circles here said the
Reich prefers an agreement for con-
sultation with submission of con-
flicts to peace tribunals without
commitments to extend immediate
military assistance.

Statesmen here predicted Russia’s
election to the League would be fol-
lowed immediately by resumption of
active negotiations for an “Eastern
Locarno.” They regarded the Ger-
man reply, while shattering France's
dream of a powerful military pact,
as not excluding the possibility of
some security agreement,

The Berlin communication, it is
understood, is in the hands of the
governments at Washington and
Tokyo, as well as those of the great
powers of Europe, Spain and all
proposed signatories of the pact.

After rejecting the treaty as
drawn, the Nazi government said:
“Germany does not wish to evade
joint examination of the question
whether—and what —new guaran-
tees of security can be created for
Europe.” \

Asserting the best results might:
be achieved through bilateral ac-
cords and voicing willingness, nev-
ertheless, to consider some multi-}
lateral pact, the reply suggos;tuli
non-aggression obligations and in-
ter-governmental consultation as
means of preserving peace.

“These ideas,” the reply contin-
ued, “might be developed along var
jous lines so that real guarantees
for peace would be created. Other
possibilities need mnot be excluded.
They would have to be considered
only from the viewpoint that the
best guarantee of peace will ever be
not to prepare for war against war
but to extend and strengthen the
means apt to prevent any possibility
of outbreak of war.”

The reply revealed that under the
draft of the Eastern Locarno Pact
transmitted by the British Govern-
ment, Germany, Poland, Russia,
Czechoslovakia, Finland, Estonia,
Latvia and Lithuania would be
signatories.
