GET- READY FOR THE BREED-
ING—Next month is " the month
when the best laying pullets for
next laying winter will be hatched
and it is very pertinent to usk
ourselves at this time whether we
are ready fqr the breeding and
hatching season. Some, no dofibt,
have made no preparation, but
others will have begun long ago
and_ may, perhaps be expecting a
fet chicks at any time now. Even
April, however, is early for the
majority of farm flocks so that
there is still time to make some
plans for this year’s hatching sea-
son, It has been necessary to
secure breeding males from some-
one else, if they are needed and
have not yet been bought they
should be secured at once so as
not to lay the hatching season
longer than necessary. It is an
important principle in the breeding
of all kinds of live stock that one

dividuals that are being bred. This
means that as far as practical the
poultry keeper should know the
production record of each indivi-
dual pullet or hen that {s used for
breeding and of each male that is
used on the flock. . There {8 noth-
ing to be gained by merely hatch-
ing the ordinary run of eggs from
the, flock, because this does not fm-
ply any attempt at improvememt
from one 'vear to another.
