CONDITIONS IN- PRINCE ED-
WARD ISLAND. THE MARITIME
Merchant saysi=—A bank inspector
who had just returned from Prince
Edward Island tells the “Merchant”
of remarkably good conditions in that
province. Kighty-six per cent., of the
total land area of the Island is under
cultivation ang e crop prospects on
thet area for the coming fall are most
excellent, In some’ quarters, owing to
sive  wet weather, they are not
as good as others, but on the whole
the output will be very large if the re-
maining part of the season continues
favorable. And of course agriculture

is the backbone of the Island com-
mercially. As for the fisheries, the
this

lobster season was a short one
yvear, but the catch was good while it
lasted. As a consequence of this
plentitude the packers were able to
buy lobsters at a price which promis-
es to yield them  to a profitable re-
turn. In other fisheries the Island
fishermen have also done well. In
agriculture and fishing together the
Island will have quite the usual pro-
duction of fifteen million dollars in
value, which is a remarkable output
for one hundred thousand people,
practically all rural population. As a
consequence of the good conditions
prevailing there have been no failur-
es on the Island lately. The fox in-
dustry, of cou not in the highly
prosperous state it was a year or two
ago. Last vear the Island government
raised 3 on the value of
the increas industry—1 p.c.
on $3.700,000, There will be nothing
like that increase this year, Pelts in-
stead of unborn pups will have to  be
sold now, and the market for the high
class pelts will not likely be as good
as it was a couple of y ago. But
as a large part of the capital invested
in fox companics—there were 277 of
them last year——came from outside of
the Island, the people over there are
not as badly affected hy the depress-
ion in this likely. Indeed, they do not
appear to be affected much at all, and
the opinion expressed by the Inspector
in question is that in all probability
there is no other part of the Empire
that is so little affected by the present
upheaval. For all that the Island is
responding very well to ‘the call for
men: already seven hundred have
gone to the front from this little pro-
vinece,
