ONE HUNDRED AND FORTY-FOUR
MINERS DEAD IN E}(PLOSION

BIRMINGHAM, Ala.,, May 7—All
hope that any of the forty-five white
and one hundred or more negro min-
ers entombed in mine No. 3, of the
Palos Company (coal) at Palos, Ala,
as the result of an explosion yester-
day, may be rescued alive was aban-
doned last night. ' It is thought that
if any of the men escaped death from
tho explosion they were later suffo-
cated by black damp.

Kstimates of the number of men

actually in the mine at the time
vary, Those in position to know
estimate the number at 45 whites

and about 100 negroes, while others
say the number is much larger. Offi-
cfrs of the mine say that according
to their records only 110 men in all
are in the mine, but as a mumber. of
under the

miners were employed
contract system, the list of names

Immediatelyafter the explosion,
the villagers organized to attempt to
rescue those entombed. John_ Pascoe
and another miner went into the
mines, but were soon oversome by
black damp. They were dragged out
unconscious. Liater rescuers, updcr
the direction of Fire Inspector Neal,
were equipped with oxygen heimets
and sent into the mine. These suc-
ceeded in going several hundred feet.
They found three human bodies nnd
a number of dead mules. No at-
tempt was made to recover the bod-
jes on account .of the fire damp,
which soon drove the rescuers out.
Late last night another attempt was
made to explore the workings. The
explosion is supposed to have been
caused by one - of the miners.uning

LONDON, May 9—King George's

personality is the foremost topic of
aliscussion wherever men meet in Lon-
on.

The various sketches published of
him add littlep- or nothing to the
small stock of public knowledge re-
garding him.

His speech to the Privy Council is
regarded as a model of all that such
a speech should be, and the text as
published in the Official Gazette clo-
sely agrees with the summary of the
speech given by one who heard it.

The Lancet says the cause of King
Bdward's death was cardiac ,failure
following upon bronchitis,

The last hours of the  King were
absolutely peaceful and painless.
Lord Carrington, frequently men-
tioned as successor to Earl Grey as
Governor General in Canada, has heen
appointed Lord Great Chamberlain.
A Sydney despatch says the Aus-
tralians are greatly shocked by the
King's death, the previous messages

nat  having prepared them for the
worst.
Universal mourning is observed

with special services in the churcnes
All sports have been abandoned and
all places of amusement closed.

New Zealand is similarly plunged
into the deepest mourning.

A message from Johannesburg says
Saturday was the saddest say in the
whole history of the Transvaal.
When the King's death was ann-
ounced people were observed weeping
in the streets.

Premier Botha sent a touching mes-
sage to the press.

The grief of the natives was nota-
ble. All were sad because the ‘‘Great
Chief”’ was dead.

They attribute his daath to the
comet, pointing out that there was
x_\lso a comet a little before Victor-
ia's passing.

Indya, too, shows all the signs of
sorrow  while the comments of the
Indian Empire press strike but one
note of esteem, and loyalty and bear
witness to the loss of the Empire and
the world.

The formal messages from the Gov-
ernments  overseas and the States
will  not be published until King
George has seen them.

THE KING’S FUNERAL.
LONDON, May 9—The tomb of Ed-]
ward VII. will be beneath the me-
morial Chepel at Windsor, where the
body of his eldest son, the Duke
of Clarence, has its sepulchra.

The obscyuies will probably be held
on May 20.

Before the funeral, it has practical-

ly been decided that the hody will
lie in State, at. Westminster Hall,
under  the Houses of Parliament,

which was last the scene of a simil-
ar ceremony when, for two days and
nights, a constan‘b stream of citizens
filed past the coffin of Mr. Gladstone.
Before being taken to Westminster,
the body will lie in State in the
Throne Room  at Buckingham Palace.
King Edward still lies in the bed
where he died, clothed only in night
clothes, while his hands are crossed
on his Dbreast. Queen Alexandra
visits the 'chamber frequently, ap-
pearing\zeatly worn and tired. King
George and Queen Mary spent most
of the day with her. Alter chapel the
family again looked upon the body
for a few minutes.

King Bdward’s casket will be fash-
foned out of oak, grown in Royal
Forest att Windsor.

It will be firs* lowered to the vatnilt

beneath the Chapel> floor of St.
George’s Chapel, Windsor Castle.
Afterward, when a permanent tomb

has been propared, it will be remov-
ed to Albert Chapel.

THRE PRINCE OF WALES.
LONDON, May 9—Prince Edward,
hair to the Throne, will for the pres-
ent be styled Duke of Cornwall and
Rothesay. Later he will be crested
“Prince of Wales."'

He. succeeds forthwith to the Duchy
of Cornwall with a clear income of

$400,000 - yearly, whicn will accumu-
late .till he heecmes of age giving
him an independent fortune of $2,-

500,000. It was the income from
this  source which enabled the late
King to purchase the Sandringham
estate.

The eldest son of King George V.,
Prince EBdward, is now a iine prom-
ising
by birth  Duke of Cornwall in the
peerage of Kngland, Duke of Rothe-
say, Karliof Carrick, Baron Renfrew,
Lord of the Isles and Prince and
Great Stewart (or Senechal) of Scot-
land, Barl-of Dublin in the peerage
of Great Britain and Knight of the
Garter. But the title by which he
will ke known to the world, Prince
of Wales, is by investiture. It was
originally ‘borne by the mative rulers
of Wales who governed as suzerains
of the English Crown. The common-
ly received, thou.ih not wholly un-
digputed story of the transfer of this
title to the heirs of the latter is that
