“At the very early stage there
may not be any lung signs. There
is loss of weight, more or le's dis-
turbance of the stomach, pallor, a
general feeling of weakness, and
disturbance of the circulation of
the blood—cold hands and feet.

There is generally a history of
progressive loss of weight, irreg-
ular chest pains, shallow breathing,
dry cough e-pecially when a deep
breath is taken, and, most im-
portant sign of all, an afternoon
or evening rise of temperature.

Stomach indigestion, with loss of
appetite, is often an early symptom
of lung tuberculosis.”

Instead of the tuberculous chest
being flat, it is usyally round or
barrel-shaped; that {5 its width in
to Its depth is mnot as
large as jn normal individuals.
Thus as pointed out many years
ago the tuberculous chest is the
immature or “baby”. chest.

The chest expansion is usually be-
low the average.

“A ctudy of the temperature of
the suspected person is important;
the tempetature should be taken
every three hours during the day
for several days; or at least at
8 o'clock in the morning, at 4 in the
afternoon, and at 8 in the evening.
A regular or recurrent rise of
temperature . in the afternoon or
evening, without any other known
cause, is almost a sure sign of a
latent or quite tuberculosis becom-
active. Some patients who
show no fever when at rest will
have quite a rise of temperature
on the least exercise. Aninecreased
pulse rate—100 or over—with or
without rise of temperature, un-
less there is a thyroid condition, is
suggestive of tuberculosis.”

I believe that recognition of
these rymptoms of early tuber-
culosis, which can be noted by the
patient or the family, will prevent
the advance of tuberculosis and
save many lives,

A' NEW PARTY

Sir—In my last I suggested that
temperance leaders get tog:ther
and organize for action to fightthe
encroaching liquor traffic. I pro-
posed adopting a methed of policy
which would ensure cur moral
safety, yet without asking the peo-
ple to sacrifice their party iden ity.
or the right to pass their own de-
cisions upon our fiscal and econo-
mic problems. X

It is unsafe to trust the question
to the fragile mercies of modern
politicians, in their party capacity.
We have been Letrayed already too
often to again invite the mnoose
of deception. This is presently be-
fore us in its most convincing form.

I am not infallible. I may even
be accounted Quixotic by some ad-
vanced thinkers. But I suggest &
programme for acceptance, rejec-
tion, or modification, as in the best
judgment of temperance leaders
seems most feasible and adaptable
to the purpose,

In former elections a plan was
adopted asking candidates to pledge
themselves to suppert temperance if
elected. It was semi-abortive in
that vote hunters signed, or evas-
ively acquiesced, to get moral sup-
port, without ever giving it an after
thought.

My suggestion is for a third or
Prohibition party at the poll and
in the Legislature. - But not as
“Third” or governing party. With
the strong pcpular prejudices for
Conservative or Liberal it has been
demonstrated too often that an ex-
clusive special party, such for in-
stance as the “United Farmers,”
“Labor,” “Reconstructionist” and
In our
province, which is <o strong for
temperance, with good men in the
fleld, we might hope to win some
seats. but not to control the govern-
ment.

But with a well devised system of
organization and operation at elec-
tions we could T believe establich a
party in the Ascembly strong en-
ough to absolutely control the is-
sues of temperance.

Suppose temperance people of hoth
parties were in sincere and deter-
mined cooperation. Ilet these sel-
ect men of high repute and depend-
able moral qualifications, both Lib-
eral and Conservative. Have these
in every district pledged to unite as
one controlling temperance govern-
ment on the floor of the House. By
proper engineering and influence
they could compe¢! the respective
parties at conventions to ‘accept
them as candidates. Backed by such
forces they would have the pull for
nomination. If nct accepted by the
convention, and men not enjoying
the confidence of the temperance
boady being - nominated, they then
might run one et least as indepen-
dent.

I would then allow every voterto
vote for his party nom'nee and each
elected temperance member to sup-
port the party of his afliliation on
all matters of government, except
upon temperance in which he must
stamd by prohibition, appoint their
own administrators and officials,
and enact their own laws regard-
less of what the ruling paity in
government ntay wish to dictate.
This would give us two govern-
ments on the f'oor of the House;
one Liberal or Conservative as the
case might be, and one compo:ed of
members from both pariies in ahso-
lute control of temperance issues.

Royal Blood In Europe

(Fredericton Gleaner)

W. T. J. Gun gave a leciure re-
cently on “The Heredity of the
[Royal Castle” to fellows and mem-
bers of the Eugenics Soclety at the
Linnean Society, Burlington House,
W., in London.

The royal families of Europe, he
sald, were mainly descended from
princes of the old Germanic Emp‘re,
but these were hardly German in
the modern sense. They were best
described as Central Buropean Nor-
dic. The proportion of Nordic blood
in the caste might be estimated as
about three to one. The Protestant
and Catholic secticns, who did not
often infermarry, formed the main
divisions, the former being much
more Nordic than the latter.

There were five specially import-
ant groups from which the present
royal families were descended: (1)
Bourbon-Hapsburg; (2) Hesse-Darm*®
stadt; (3) Coburg; (4 Dan'sh;and
