This is Viscount Taaffe, who is
in the Kaiser Francis Joseph’s First
Regiment of Dragoons The Taaffe
family have been famous in Austria
for two generations. When the head
of the family, the Earl of Carlingford,
was killed at the Boyne, the title pass-
ed to his brother, who had previously
taken service in Austria,

The family attained great eminence,
and the present peer's father was a
Minister of State to the dual Monar-
chy, and Chamberlain to the Emperor.
His right to the Irish viscouncy was
upheld by a committee of the House of
Lords in 1860. Though the Taaffes
now have no Irish property, they pos-
sess large estates in Bohemia.—Lon-
don Express.
