A very large proportion of our eggs
are bought by dealers during the
summer and stored for winter sale.
This is more alarmingly the case in
the United States. In winter they
dqump their cold storage eggs into
our market to displace the home
article. ook at the average price of
yankee eggs imported in 1911, It
was only 15.5 per dozen. Is any one
fool enough to believe that the Uni-
ted States sold us new laid eggs in
mid-winter at 18c. dozen. If 18c. is
their winter price how much would
they be worth there in summer. TIf
!we allow them to dump their cold
storage eggs on our markets in win-
ter to displace the sale of Canadian
cold storage eggs, then our buyers
must buy at a lower price for stor-
age purposes to compete with them.

TREE AS AIR PURIFIER

purify the air from the carbonic acid
arising  from the perspiration of a
congiderable number of men, perhaps

a dozen or even more, gays the
Scientific American. The volume of
carbonic  acid exhaled by a human

being in the course of 24 hour's is put
at about 100 gallons; but by Boussl
ingault's estimate, a single square
yard of leaf-surface, counting bhoth
the upper and the under sides of the
leaves, can, under favorable ciycum-
stances, decompose at least a gallon
of carbonic acid in a day. One hun-
dred square yards of leaf-surface then
would suffice to keep the air pure
for one man, hut thé leaves of a tree
of moderate size present g surface of
many hundred square yards.

What I wanted here to insist on is
that tuberculosis, whether bovine, or
human, is to. be guarded against with
all the means at onp disposal, and
that we should in this matter take
every precaution against errors, lest,
thirty years hence, we sghould find
that we have been actinz on a wrong
theory as our forefathers had done in
regard to their idea of the origin of
the disease.

The point here to emphasize is not
as to the degree of dilution in which
the virulence of the tubercle bacillug
will infect human beings with the dis-
case, nor yet as to its mode of at-
tack, whether by inhalation or by in-
gestion, bput the fact that we are just
as liable to be infected by the bovine
baeilli as by the human. Indeed,

some authorities go so far as to say
t

that the milk fed infants is the
chief cause of inf nj and that even
all. tubercnlogis is of bovine origin.

Is tuberculosis common among cat-
tle? In looking over the statistics of
countries where the subject is receiv-
ing proper atteotion, we notice that
the percentage of tuberculosis among
cattle slaughtered in public abattoirs
in differ citics for difier T8
ranged  between 6.34  and per
cent.
