In line with practically every
country in the world, Canada has
adopted the mean sea level as its
datum for altitudes. This may be
defined as the surface which the
water of the ocean would assume
were it not acted upon by the at-
traction of the sun and moon or
disturbed by the wind, The actual
determination of mean sea level at
& primary tidal station is made by
the Tidal and Current Division of
the Hydrographic Service, ' Depart-
ment. of Marine, Hourly readings
on an automatic gauge for a per-
lod of at least seven years are con-
sidered necessary for a trustworthy
determination of mean sea level at
a primary station, The Canadian
precise level system iz based on the
determination of mean sea level at
five primary stations, namely, Hali-
fax, Yarmouth, and Father Polnt
on the Atlantic, and Vancouver and
Prince Rupert on thé Pacific.

In Nova Scotia precise levelling
was starteq in 1910 and a total of
720 miles was run by the end of
1933. There has been no precise
levelling on Prince Edward Island.
An accurate determination of mean
sea level was made at Charlotte-
town by the Tidal Division, Canad-
ian Hydrographic Service, depend-
ing on hourly ordinates of the tide,
during seven complete years ending
in 1918, Subsequently track profiles
of all the raliways on the Island
have been issued based on this de-
termination of mean sea level.

Two principal sources of informa-
tion were utilized in the compila-
tion of altitudes in the present pub-
lication. During the precise level-
ling operations, the elevations of
all topographical features in the
vicinity of the lines were recorded.
Such features include streams, lakes
railway stations and road crossings.
