" MUNTION WORK

AMSTERDAM, June 2—The follow-
ing story of life in a munition factory
at Cassel, Germany, is furnished me
by a prigoner of war. I give it in his
own words: “Henschels steel fac:
tory sl the outbreak of the wai
turned wholg of its resourtes ovel
to the uctlon‘ot munitions. Ap:
pro 20,000 people were em:
ployéd' ere in the latter part of 1915
‘and amengst these were 2,000 prison
ers bi‘war ,who were sent there, not
knowing, until they arrived, the na-
ture of the work they were to per
form .t - T'he majority of the prison-
ers lmmedlately they realized, they
werg, at ‘a. munition tactory, refused
to work, bu: either through force,
persuasion, or guile, they subsequent-
ly remained,

The method of compelling a prison
er to work is peculiar.  On arrival at
the works the prisoners are given a
good meal, a few bottles of beer, and
things ‘to smoke. They are inter
viewed by the firm’s interpreter,
whose duty it is to impress on the pri-
soners that it is not a munitions fac-
tory. They only make bic:
cycles, pocket knives, razors, etc. The
field guns and siege guns,  machine
guns, and thousands of shells you see
stacked on every spare foot of the
yard—well, they paint these. You
flatly refuse to start work, and a Ger-
man officer of high rank appears, who
the interpreter informs you, is in
charge of the works of theé prisoners
of war, is invested with supreme po-
wer, and can sentence you to death.
You again refuse to work, and imme
diately you are surrounded by twen-
ty sentries who tickle your ear with
the hutt of their-rifles or a bayonet.

When you regain  consciousness,
you find yourself under ground in  a
cell close to the exhaust pipes of the
various machines. You stick this
usually three, four, or five days, and
then suddenly the inter‘)reter'asks:
“Will you work now?’ ‘Should you
answer in the negative you are left
another three or five days. Should
you tell him you are thirsty and hun-
gry, having had nothing to eat for
three or five days, he informs = you
that if you consent to work you will
have anything in reason that you de:
sire. He takes you to a dining'hall

you. Then you are given a few bot-
tles of lager beer and ‘a cigar. Your
guardian-angel ‘unfolds to you a won-
derful tale. - I give you the conversa-
tion exactly as it took place between
the interpreter and myself:

“He sald: “If you will work for us
at our trade (crucible steel smelting),
we will pay you 25 marks a day, out
of which you pay ten marks for food
and lodging. You shall live in a
house in town with civilians, and be
allowed to wear civilian  clothes.
When your work is finished you may
go anywhere. you wish, providing you
are accompanied by the German in
whose house you are lodging. There
is no reason why you should not be
comfortable.”, ;

The informant goes on- to tell of de-
plorable moral conditions; encouraged
by the authorities.
