Mr. Ilsley is expected to pre-
face a definite announcement on
the budget with a statement later
this week on a Government loan
which will replace the wartime
victory loans, the last of which
was held last autumn. e Gov-
emnment announced last fall its
Intention of floating another loan.

Budget Speculation

Budget speculation in unofficial
