‘In This War

MONTREAL, Oct. 1 —(CP) —In
this war the General s at the
mercy of the worker, Maj.-Gen.
L. R. LaFleche, Associate Deputy
Minister of National War Services,
told the council of the Quebec
Federation of Labor tonight.

Success of the armed forces de-
depends on the Industrial produc-
tion of the workers on the econom-
ic front. In putting their utmost
efforts into industrial produciion
workers were making secure their
own liberties, because Naziism tri-
umphant would des‘roy the rights
of the workers to their own or-
ganizations with which to maintain
their interests.

“The right which you possess and
which you excreise to group your-
selves in associations for the de-
fence of your colleciive interes's
does not exist in Germany,” Gen
LaFleche said. “The individual has
become the servile instrument of
the state which exploits him like
a beast for the éncs of its policy
of war. .

“All that our fathers and moth-
ers taught us to respect is disparag-
ed in Germany. The infamous Swas-
tika has replaced the Cross of
Christ. The moral principles which
inspired. civilized nations have giv-
en place to a philosophy of evil
wnich His Holiness the Pope has
condemned in the strongest terms”

In this war economic strategy
was of the utmost importance. Milj-
tary - operations were necessarily
dependent on material resources.
The United States, al‘hough not
directly menaced at the moment,
was mobilizing its economic ve-
sources, knowing that the dicta-
tors coveted Acerican countries.

Meanwhile, it is re-
llably reported that at least one
of the boats purchased by the
Company and requisitioned by the
Government s tled up at the docks
of an eastern seaport city, and the
Island produce is still in the far-
mers' hands.
