He eared
little for society, but was fond of a
good dinner in congenial company, of
rare wines, and big black cigars:
Wines he partook of with moderation,
To cigars he was almost a slave;, He
was a devoted churchman,

The collection of 'books and works
of art was his chief pleasure, but
he had numerous other diversions.
His favorite sport was yachting,
and his steam yacht Corsair was one
of the largest and most sumptuous
private vessels afloat, He was fond
of dogs, and kept a large kennel of
collies at his country ‘home. As a
philanthropist Mr, Morgan was scarce-
ly known publicly. He gave unosten:
tatiously many miliions of dollars and
yet his name was never connected
with a single gift,

Mr. Morgan’s collection of art works
probably is the most valuable indi-
vidual one in the world. Ongce Mr.
Morgan kept abroad a collection of
objects of art valued at $3,000,000
rather than pay the duty on them
demanded by the United States Gov-
ernment. It was not alone for his
own satisfaction that Mr. Morgan
spent millions in his collection of art,
books, and antiques. He gave away
his treasures almost as fast as he
bought them—many of them to public
institutions.

Morgan’s methods and mannerism in
business dealings and in social affairs.
A firm of jewelers who had received
a fine pearl decided to send it down
to Mr. Morgan and let -him have first
bid on it. The price was placed at
$5,000. The jewel was carefully seal-
ed in a leather-covered box. Mr. Mor-
gan read the firm’s communication,
opened the bhox, was delighted with
the pearl, and thrust it into his pocket,
Calling his cashier he instructed him
to draw two' checks to the firm of
jewelers—one for $4,000, and the
other for $5,000. The $5,000 check
Mr. Morgan placed in the box that
had contained the pearl. He had the
package carefully tied and sealed.
The $4,000 check he enclosed in a
letter to the jewelers, in which he
wrote that jf the firm was willing to
accept that amount for the pearl the
box might be returned to him at once
and the transaction considered. closed.
In the event, however, that the firm
was unwilling to accept less than
$5,000 for the pearl, the $4,000 check
was to be returned without delay. Mr.
Morgan, with the pearl in his pocket,
sent the messenger back, bearing his
letter and the box. In less than an
hour the messenger returned, fetching
the box in which was the $5,000
check. The jewelers had decided to
accept the $4,000 offer. Mr. Morgan
met one of the members of the jewelry
firm at a dinner later, and told him
the story of the two checks. The
Jeweler averred that his firm had lost
money on tle transaction. “If you
were losing money,” asked Mr. Mor-
gan, “why didn't you keep the box
with my $6,000 check?”

The jeweler answered: “I cdn un-
derstand now how it is that you have
earned your place as the leading
financier.”
