It
appears that the first real surprise
wat Dalton and Oulton received
from the London sales was a cable

Cold storage was practically un-
known to the ploneers and meat
was kept fresh by being immersed
in a stream. They were not very
fussy about sanitationn and as a
consequence lost quite a numbcr
of their young, until B. I. Rayner,
who was giving some worm medl-
cine tol his children, decided lit
might ‘be a good idea to give it to
the pup foxes. He was probably
the first man to think of it and
his discovery meant a great deal to
the future of fur farming in Prince
Edward Island. |

Getting back to prices it was in
1904 that the partmers Dalton and
Oulton decided to cash dn and take
some profits. That year they sold
12 pelts, the following year 11 and
in 1906 eight, the top prices re-
celved in these years be respect- |
ively $973.00, $754.00 and $1,550.00.
Partles who have looktd over
Lampson’s| sales sheets for these
sales state that no prices even ap-
proaching them were paid for any
other silvers at London auctions.
To the rancher today who has not
bcen through the early peried cf
the industry these figures will cer-
talnly seem fantastic but it must
be remembered that tliere was| a
great deal of wealth in Europe al-
though the averag: person did not
have very much. The nobilily‘of.
Russia and Austria were the prin-
cipal bidders for the %eautiful
black fox skins which Dalton, Oul-
ton and other pioneers produced.

|

Black skins were not unknown in
the wilds, in fact certain sections
of th: Peace River district prc-
duced one-eighth silvers and other
sections eiglith to quarter silvers,
but as these were caught by trap-
pers they| were usually off-color,
some even displaying a rusty ap-
p:arance. All black skins withou:
any suspicion of off-color and dis-
playing the brilliancy and beauty
of Prince Edward Island's best
were without peers in those days.

From 1907 until 1912 Prince
Edward Island fox pelts continued
to dominate the Lcndon sales and
in 1910 Charlss' Dal.cn sold! 25
skins in Londcn for an averags of
£285. that Is cver $1,300 net. Thrre
of his pelts out of this lot brought
£500 each or over $2,400 and one
sold fer £545 or $2,624.40, |

The quest for breeding stock in
those years as the fabulous prices
reactied the ouier world went on
most  assiduously. Ranches had
bcen estadlished” by Jchan Beetz

at Paister Bay, Quebec, He had

been a superintendent of a trading
post of Revillon Freres and had an
excellent opportunity to judge the
quality of furs and fur bearing
animals, Mr. Beetz was quite suce
cessful in his venture but. his foxes
(Were not equall In  quality with
| those from Prince Edward Island
|and thcy were more silvered, Oth-
érs among the older brceders may
lbe mentioned Mr. Borrowman and

Rev. George Clarke of] Ontario,
while lesser breeders started oper-
ations with a pair or two. In
Prince Edward Islang the Raynirs,
Silas, the fatter, James at Kildare,
B. I at Alberton, Gordon and Tup-
lin, Henry Lewis, John Champicn
and Frank F. Tuplin all became
succecsful fox farmers in the in-
tervening years between 1904 to
1912,

—

Frank F. Tuplin we have written
about in this column frequently
and his contribution was really
worth while In as we mentioned
that he produced a true black in
his breeding operations and his
blood has been most valuable and
appears frequently among prize
winners. - Silas Rayner was noted
for the very large foxes he bred
which produced magnificent brust-
es and tips. It was Rayner foxes
that were the princina) nrogenitors
of the celcbrated Bovyer ranch at
Bunbury. B, I. Rayner Specialized
In the more silvery tynes and was
the promoter of ranches in Nova
;Seotla and furnished breeding stock

some of the most successfuj
farms on the Island notably Gen-
eral Fur Farmg at Charlottetwn
and the B. I. Rayner Company at
Summerside. This was started in
1913 with 20 pairs of proven Ray-
ner breeders—a magnificent array
of foxes.

One of the first of' the large
companies started here was the
Dalton in the fall of 1912 with 20
airs of pure Dalton breeders cap-
tallzed at $825,000 with a guar:
anteed dividend of 40%. Dalton
was uader contract to produce 50
pups and he did! The lowest fig-'
ure for an option on these in 19131
was $12000. Two young men of
Charlottétown with very little in
the sha of finances took a
chance and somehow ratsed §3,-
400.00, 10% of $24,000, and recelv-
ed options from the ncrctlty.'
Late that fall they sold the two
pairs of foxes for $32,000, making |
a clean-up of $8,000.00. Such In-
cidents were frequent and anyone
who ‘had the nerve to speculate
in the Spring of 1013 when fox |
pups were . sold around $12,000.00
made money If delivery could be
secured. Sometimes, however, when
the buyer decided to take “8 his |
foxes or perhaps before he decld-
ed, he would be notified that there
were not sufficient foxes available
In the ranch to fill his option,

We
remember distinctly Sir Charles
refusing to seil a pair of late May
pups to three men from Charlotte-
town who arrived at his raanch in
November, 1911 and wanted to buy.
He sald they would not breed and
he did not want to see them dis-
appointed customers. He himself
never had any success with May
pups, but these must have been
particularly well fed for they
produced seven pups in the ranch
of the 8eal River Fox Company
for caretaker William Jenkins,

Imagine, reader, how Billy Jen-
kins must have felt that morning
in late April, 16012 when he went
to the ranch and found that the
female had a litter of pups. He
did not look in but he telephoned
the news to Charlottetown and
the three men who had promoted
the company were jubiant Indeed.
It was not long before the news
flashed all around the city and
then the wcader was how many
pups. ‘Three weeks later he
looked in and there were reven
healthy, cute looking little hlacks
with a very proud mother to
show them off. The Seal River
Company made great progress un-
der Mr. Jenkins’ management and
in 1918 had the honor of stlliag!'
the highest priced pelt in London
for £250—approximately $1,200.

Now that we have given you:
some figures about early prices ofi
foxes, let us turn to mink—er
minks if you prefere to call them.
However, no less an authority
than Dr. Cyrus McMillan, Chair-

| man of the Department of Eng-

lish at McGill University, gtves,
authority for mink as plural, and
that goes for marten, fisher, fitch,
beaver and marmot. Somebody
who dug back into the records of
the Hudson’s Bay Company found
that the prices of mink from 1850
to 1859 averaged $1.62, and of
course the Hudson’s Bay Company
would be selliag the finest in muink|
—those from Labrador. In 1890-
1899 $1.27; in 1900-1909 $3.57, that
Is to say in the period when Dal-|
ton foxes were bringing an aver-!
age of over $1,000 a pelt, mink
were averaging less than 1/300 of
that, In 1910-1911 the pric> had
gone up to $624 and in 1928-29,
which was a boom year, not only,
for mink but fox, to $20.91 aver-
age, Fox probably averaged $130 00
that year. In 1932-33 the averags
had dropped to $8.53 and in 1937-
38 had jumped to $13.00, whie sil-
ver fox probably averaged around
$40.00. Mink took a big flop in
1842-43 to $7.88. We have not ‘he
Hudson's Bay figures for the yeurs
since thea but no doubt they
would be startling if we ceuld
print them.
—_— |

Figures given by William Rit-:
ciie of the Department of Agri-'
culture at Ottawa for 1932-33 show
that 168,592 mink were marketed
by Canadians at an average price
of $853. In 1936-37 139,673 were
marketed at an average price of
$16.24. As prices of feed were low
In those vears quantities of nin
rapidly increased so that in 1943-°
43 we find the quantity marketad
28 quoted by Mr. Ritchie, 537,633
and the average price $11.08. No
doubt many of these were aduits
pelted by ranchers to cut down
their herds as costs were increas-i
ing and help and meat products
scarcer. In the years since 194%-43,
a tremendcus boom has taken
place’'a mink and it is today the
favorite fur of fashion, made more
50 by the ingenuity with which
breeders have produced new types
which the furrier has joined to
gether to form some cf the m')stI
attractive fur garments that a
woman wears,

Another reason for the popular-f
ity of mink breeders is that the
cost of that type of fur farming
equipment is small compared with
fox ranching. The initial expendit-
ure of $1,600 to $1,500 will equip a
ranch that will take care of quite a
large number of breedin% stock,
There is not a great deal of differ.
ence in the fced used by mink
farmers and fox farmers, but per-
haps more emphasis is put on
meat. We note where a successful
rancher in the vicinity of Taronto
gives this as his diet for mink:—
Meat 80%, cercal 15%, vegetables
2%, bonemeal 2% mineral 1%,
Part of the meat ration was made'
uF of lver, about 10%, cod uvar’
oll and wheat germ oil were used
in season. In preparing this mix-
ture the dry ingredicnts were mix.
ed first, then half skim milk and
alf water to moisten and mix a.
gain, Then the ground weat and
other ingredients were added to
the cereals and then mixcd thor.
oughly so that each mink would
o.ain an equal portion of all in-
gredients,

About six ounces of this mixture
was considered a normal meal but
of course that would havesto be
adjusted to the appetites of the
mink. During the months of July,

and September the vege-

ntent was increased to 5%.
In feeding mink it is well to use
lean meat or if that cannot be ob-
tained to cut off the fat. Mink fed
on a high fat content are liahle to
develop habits of by thelr fur
or chewing their talls
