Hudson & Son, timber merchaats and
lumbermen on a large scale, of Sydney,
Austral’a, is in Montreal at che Place
Viger. He is visiting Capnaia for the
purpose of opeaning up a market for
Australian hard woods, and also for
placing several large orders for the
Douglas firs of the Pacific coast. -

In an interview this morning, Mr.
Hudson stated thas the Canadian lum-
bermen appearsd to b2 ahead of the
Austruolians in the style of machinery
and in modernity of methods.
