order was passed under a clause in
the War Appropriations Act auth-
orizing the government to “prescribe
administrative practices with respect
to the making of financial commit=
ments” under the Act.

He said this section gave the Gov-
ernment no power to change the
statute law,

It was impossible for anyone to
read all the orders-in-council which
were passed even if he could wet
them. This order-in-council came 10
his attention only as a result of evi
dence before the special committee
on war expenditures.

“Out of the Window.”

“The Liberal party, under the
leadership of Rt. Hon, W. L. Mac~
kenzie King. which purported to
stand for the supremacy of parlia-
ment, has thrown it out the window
at the first opportunity.” said Mr,
Hanson, “What a spectacle!”

There were other orders-in-coun-
cil which set aside statute law. One
changed the name of the Canadian
army. Another set up regulations
to govern military training, ‘“not-
withstanding any statute or law.”

ber, soon after it was passed. A copy
had been tabled in the House Feb=
ruary 17.

He said it had taken Mr. Hanson
a long time to get aroused over the
provisions in the order.

The order-in-council had been
passed after long and careful con=-
sideration, Mr. Iisley said, because
“we were drifting into a state of ad-
ministrative chaos,” because of the
restrictions contained in the Audit
Act,
