Since the transfer of the Domin-
ion Government Railways to a com-
pany there is no more doubt of the
Udbil“y of that company to pay
taxes to the Provinces in which the
National Railways are located than
there is g the liability of the Cana-
dian Pacific Railway to pay taxes
on its railway properties to the
Governments in which its lines are
located, and which taxes the Cana-
dian Pacific Railway has been pay-
ing for years past. These are points
beyond dispute.

When the first intimation was
given out that an agreement had
been reached between the Federal
and Provincial authorities as to the
amount of these yearly taxes an
effort was made by certain journ-
als which support the King Govern-
ment to make it appear that this
quarter million payment was a sort
of gonm‘ous gift by the Kederal
Government to the Maritimes. It
was an absurd contention, as wé
pointed out at the time and was
soon abandoned.

Now we are told that the first re-
port was premature, that no defin-
ite settlement has yet been made
and that an order-in-council must
be passed accepting the agreement,
and so on.
