From London there were three or
four correspondents, the others
hail'ng from Bristol, Birmingham,
Liverpool, Manchester, Leeds, Shef-
field, Newcastle-on-Tyne, Edin-
burgh, Glasgow, Aberdeen, Dublin,
Belfast, etc.; altogether a very rep-
resentative body.

The Press Gallery boys were on
the wharf at Quebec when the Em-
press came alongside. We sang
some of our rousing gallery chor-
uses and then gave “three hearty
British cheers” for our visiting con-
freres. The effect upon the vis't-
ors was amazing, more so when
they learned that we had travelled
three humdred miles to welcome
them. The dean of the party was
Mr. Ernest Brain, of the Times, he
being the unanimous choice of his
travelling companions, At recep-
tion functions Mr. Bran did not
always answer to the toast of “the
visitors;” ¢s dean he insisted upon
passing the honours around.

THE TREATMENT OF SLEEP-
LESSNESS — INSOMNIA

“Bleep is even more necessary for
the maintainance of life than is
food, for one cannot live as iong
without sleep as without food. Sleep
is generally more important than
medicine; hence the patient’s sleep
should not be disturbed to give
medicine unless the medicine is ex-
tremely important.” .

I am quoting Prof. Bernard Fan-
lus of Chicago who outlines the
treatment given for sleeplessness at
Cook County Hospital, Chicago.

He states further:—I1, The patient '
should be made comforiable as he ,
understands comfort, that is try to
meet the patient’s wishes as to pil-
lows and bed covering. A paticnt .
Wwho has not slept well during the
night and has just fallen asleep in
the early hours should not be wak-
ened just to be washed.

As worry is one of the most ,
powerful’ causes of sleeplessness, the
worry about sleeplessness is one of
the main causes for keeping the pat-
ifent awake and this worry must be
removed by any or every means pos- i
sible. __The patient should under-
stand that the time he sleeps seems]
short, that the time he lies awake
seems long, and that a very few
hours of sleep (possibly two) are
eénough to maintain life, Reading,
and better still being read to, may
take one's mind off worry and bring
on sleep. “Suggestion” helps sleep
and that is why counting sheep, or
staring at the end of one’s nose
often causes sleep.

3. Physical meacures, The pro-
Der balance between rest and exer-
cise holds the secret of sleep. Not
getting tired enough, or getting too

has been found that while exercise
tires some and brings on sleep, in
others the exercise seems to over-
stimulate them and they can't get
off to sleep. In cases where exercise
prevents sleep then rest, not exer-
cise, should be given. Similarly with
the hot bath; while it causes sleep-
iness in most cases, in others it
seems to brighten them up.

4. Diet.  Avoiding large evening
meals is important when the digest-
fon is poor. For those troubled witn
flatulence (gas), “starchy foods—
bread, potatoes, sugar—and also
fruits' and vegetables should be re-
duced. Light warm soup or milk is
usually helpful at bedtime.

5. If the breathing is difficult,
the sitting position is best; for one
distressed by a heavy meal lemon
Juice may give relief.

He copied the figures of the
invoices we had and went back to
that dealer, who told him he couldn’t
buy from the wholesa'ers at those
prices let alone to sell to him.

The welfare of this Province
should be the aim of every person
here and in place of trying to des-
troy the farmers associations we
have, should try to build up others.
The blueberry is worth over a mil-
lion dollars to ‘Washington County,
Maine. What is it worth here? Is
there any care taken to improve it
either in quality or quantity?

Mr. C. C. Dickie gave
a very interesting address thirty
years ago at a Fruit Growers Assoz-
iation which we understand was
criticised out of business. In Wis-
consin the Searles Bog is said to
have paid a better dividend on a
valuation of four thousand dollars an
acre than you can get for your
money at any bank. Why is there
so much fruit brought here to the
Island from other parts?
