Inter-State Jealousies|
Have Done Much to
Retard Growth of
Country, Says John
Bassett

OTTAWA, Nov. 16—A signal
honor was paid John Bassett. Vice-
President of the Montreal Gazette
and President of the Parliament-
ary Press Gallery and through him
the newspaper profession. general-
ly by the Ottawa Canadian Club on
'Saturday, when His Excellency the
Governor-General and a number of
Canada’s leading statesmen and
citizens of the capital gathered at
luncheon to hear impressions gain-
ed Dby the guest of honor during
his recent trip to Australia to at-
tend the Imperial ‘Press Confer-
ences sessions there,

Mr. Bassett dealt in ‘most inter-
esting manner with the incidents
of his Australia trip, referring par-
ticularly to the brilliant journalists
with whom he travelled.

“One thing was made apparent
to me during my short visit—that
in no other country of the world
is there so much industrial unrest,
and no other country has endea-
vored so hard by legislation to
abolish it,” said Mr. Bassett.

A great danger to Australia’s in-
dustrial .position as a factor in
world markets, lies in its continual
strikes.  “If her trade, hoth import
and expo:t, is continually held up,
and if the cost of labor and pro-
ducing in the world’s markets be-
comes: too high, how then, even
with her raw products, can she be
a factor against other countries
where wages are lower and indus-
trial conditions what they are?”

The speaker asked: “How again,
with so much industrial unrest,
will she attract British capital and
British immigrants to develop hot
counttry 2"’

Major Bassett declared that
much would be decided by the re-
sult of the elections in Australia.
Whatever the results, he had great
faith in the genius of the British
race, no matter in what part of the
globe one found it, of being able
to work out its destiny aleng sane
and national lines.

Mr. Bassett referred to the con-
tinual inter-state jealousies noted
in Australia, “Indeed, one cannot
help thinking that inter-state jeal-
ousies in Australia have done
much to retard the growth of the
country in many particulars. While
in our country we hear at times of
a «division between certain of our
Provinces, one cannot help think-
ing it is more fictional than real,
but in Australia it is: different.”

In spite of semi-official state-
ments from Labor headquarters
there is ‘little doubt .that Labor
leaders will boycott the Italian
leader if he comes and that Labor
will refuse-to take part in any pub-
e functions to which he may be
invited.

It is possible also thui some Lib-
erals would join -in this protest
1gainst his presence which would
irritate the people of Italy, who
are none too favorably disposed to-
wards England at this time.

Of course if he comes trouble
may be expected from the small
but violent end‘ of British Com-
munists who will demonstrate
against Mussolini and this would
evoke reprisals by their newly
formed Fascists, although the po-
lice declare that they are quite
capable of handling any situation
of this kind that may arise,

(taly. Moreover I do not forget
that Mussolini refused the right of
the political party which opposed
aim to carry on their propaganda
and adopted a -most overbearing
attitude toward the press. I would
put every. obstacle ' in my power in
the way of Mussolini’s recognition
in this country.”
