Their tour has taken in Cali-

fornia and other western states,
Alberta and Saskatchewan. From
Manitoba they will go to Minne-
' apolis and then return to the west
! coast. Further trips through vari-
, ous sections of the United States
and Canada will occupy about one
year aw the end of which they
will return to a college at Assam
to teath the latest North Ameri-
can agricultural methods.

Main objective of Dr. Barooah
when he returns to India will be
to increase the production of rice
—principal staple of India's diet.

Helpful Study

“I have been studying methods
of increasing yleld per acre and
of developing better varieties of
- rice suitable to the country. I
have examined the latest culti-
vation and crop rotation meth-
ods.« It has been most helpful.”

The masses in India have little
idea of modern methods of farm-
ing and cultivation. Most of the
plowing is still done by oxen, he
said, “Actually farms are SO
scattered and small that machin-
ery would be of little use by North
American standards even if it
were available.”

Mrs. Barooah is particularly in-
terested in household economics
and the part played by women in
American farm life. She obtained
an Arts degree in household eco-
nomics at Oregon University.

They explained that work was
already undertaken in Hindustan

tion projects designed to bring
mo.sture to 2,000,000 acres are
being established.

Many players have a m;t_ﬁklng
for hands that involve cross-ruff
ing, perhaps because they feel that
this sort of play is easy. The fact
of the matter, however, {s quite to
the contrary.
