Last year he’ had themv uy to an av-
erage of 10,000 ‘pounds per cow, and
was weeding out one with a record
of 9,304 pounds of milk, yielding 281
pounds 6f butter fat—all brought
about by individual selection and
breeding to the best dairy bulls. ‘A
Quebee farmer found. that eight out
of twenty-two of his herd weren't
paying fof -their board. He weeded
them out’ and cleared more profit on
the remaining fourteen.

The" Dairy Division has arranged to
help thé farmer keep records of his
individual cows. It furnishes free of
cost sheets for recording - weights,
and preservatives for samples which
will be’ tésted free. 'The farmer has
to provide a weighing scale, a small
bottle for éach cow, and one samp-
ling dippér. He may weigh every ten:
days and’ take a.sample for testing,
then #verage ‘results for the month.
But when they get at it and find the
little time réquired, most farmers are
not satisfied 'without weighing every
day.  Three in the 'audience wvolun-
teered' to keep records.
