The man is hiding in the Syrtan
colony in Derry, N. H,, and the po-
lice there, working with the local
force, promise to make an arrest to-
day. Y
The police have been puzzled for
many days as to the whereabouts of
the suspect and have shadowed every
house where the man was known . to
have friends, but it was not until to-
day that they were able to declare
with any certainty just where he had
escaped to. ¢
It was learned early this morning,
however, that the man had boarded
the Boston, newspaper train which ar-
rives here about 4 o’clock in = the
morning, and had gone as fas as
Derry, where he was taken care of by
some of his countrymen.

Joseph Ferrari, of the Boston police
force, who has heen working on the
strike here, but was sent home Sat-
urday night, has been hurriedly re-
called, and has taken charge of the
murder case.

The murders were so brutal and in
each case the wounds on the bodies so
similar that the police were at first
inclined to believe them to be the
work of an organized band—a Ven-
detta revenge.

It was not ifor severai days, how-
aver, that they learnsd the: real facts
in" the case which placed the crimes
at the door of one man, a young
3yrian who was well known through-
out the city.
