They are among the |
fastest growing vegetables; In sixty |
days they will preduce huge bushes
and begin to bear their fruits. Be-
cause of their bush habit, they can'
be grown in the corner of small
gardens, but need space at least
four feet square for each bush,

If baby squash are desired, .they
must be picked as soom as they
reach the desired size, which may
be anywhere from two to six inches
long, less than an inch in diameter.
By picking all fruits young, others
will keep coming; but if one is over-
looked it will quickly attain huge
slze, and production of others will
slow down.

Itallan marrows are delicious at
all stages of growth, from two
inches to two feet long, and from
an inch to six inches in diameter.
The smallest are bolled with the
skin on and served with melted but-
ter, or sliced cold and served with
mayonnaise, When the fruits ‘ma-
ture .and the skin hardens, the
seeds are removed, and the fruits
baked. Medium size fruits may be
