FEdward Fromm, president of
Fromm Bros. Inc, in an interview
recently predicted a revival of the
pedigreed fox industry. He uld]
that in the nation's style centres
there is already an increased in-
terest in fox furs with discrimin-
ating women setting the pace by
asking for finer fox products. Mr.
Fromm said that the number of
foxes pelted this year was 20%
greater due to the need for re-
ducing the fox herds. Mr, Fromm
has been engaged in fox farming|
since he was a boy in 1812 and
there is probably no one who has|
followed its ups &N\1 downs more
carefully or intelligently and his
opinlon is therefore to be valued.

The American National Fur and
Market Journal for February re-:
ports that George Hume has dis-'
continued the operation of his fox
ranch in Michigan. George Hume
is a native of this Province where

a number of years, moving to
Michigan twenty-five or
years ago. We remember very
well being mudged as we were
admiring a dark meditm male pup
that had won first prize that
afternoon at the Royal Winter Fox
Show Toronto, November, 1922,
Looking around I recognized my
friend Mr. Iuvme and he said,
“What price do you put on that
fellow, Dannie?”

That fox did our frlend Mr.
Hume a lot of good, also others
that he bought at the show. It
was Mr. Hume's policy to con-
stantly improve his herd of foxes
and his farm was renowned for
the beauty and quality of the
silver fox and mutation herds an-
nually produced, One of the most
beautiful pair of silvers we ever
laid eyes on was a gift to his
daughter Mrs, George Keefe of
this city. We do not believe it was
the low prices in the fox industry
that decided Mr. Hume to give up
fox farming, but rather that he
had arrived at a tine of life when
he wanted to take things easier.
