They
were later removed to the Conval-
escent Home, where many of the
voluntary workers were busy pre-
paring for  their reception. This
nospital was placed at the disposal
of the Charlotietown  Hosbital
trustees by the Provincial Govern-
ment.

The hospital at the time of the
fire yesterday was filled to capae-
ity with patients. including eight
maternity patients cases. There
were two births on the previous
night.  One of the babies was still
born but the other survived hnd
was safely removed from the burn-
ing building.

The damages of the fire have not
vet been fully estimated but therc
is no doubt the loss will run- into
thousands of dollars as the upper
two floors are badly gutted, and
a portion of the roof destroyed.
