OTTAWA, Feb. 9 — (CP) — The
august House of Commons will
head Monday into what now s
popularly known as the battle of
controls, expected to be a long and
perhaps bitter word-war over he
Ggvernment's plans to seek ex-
l&ﬁlon of some 50 of its briskly-
contested wartime restrictions.

‘The signal for the political
storm was given early this week
when Prime Minister Mackenz
King moved that if the debate
on the Speech from the Throne
was not concluded by this week-
end that the House adjourn the
debate from Feb. 10—Monday—to
Feb. 24 to deal with the control
measures.

Some of these bllls already
have been introduced and given
firgg reading but, generally speak-
ing, they are minor measures deal-
ing with changes in the Wheat
Board Act, the Canada Grain Act,
the Defence Act and other stat-
utes to bring them into conform-
ity with practice under wartime
orders-in-council.

These bills, which the Prime
Minister plaged im the first cate-
gory of control measures ‘-~ be in-
troduced, will come up for second
reading end debate Monday and
Tuesday.

Some mlay be debated and oth-
ers may be carried with little ois-
sent but the battle proper is not
expected to start untii the Gev-
ernment comes with a single
bill which the Prime Minister has
said will “provide for the con-
tinuation for a limited period of
certain transitional measures to
the number of about 59.”

That single bH!, which will deal
largely with control of prices, sup-
piles and rentals, is expected to
be the one which will have to
withstand the full shock of an
Opposition’ attack, mainly from tfae
Progressive_ Conservative benches,
on the Government’s post-war
stabilization program.

Individual Progressive Oonser-
vative members already have cone
out in the Throne Speech debate
with demands for the removal of
controls on the grounds that they
are hampering production and em-
ployment. The official opposition
may also derive some support, from
the Bocial -Credit group while the
C. C. F. Party likely will side with
the Government. ..

Survivors told of women being
trampled to death and of others
being stripped naked as they fought
valnly to reach the main exit. The
exact toll was not known when
darkness forced abandonment of
the search through the ruine until
tomorrow.

A British fire control officer
blamed overheated stoves. A Ger-
man civilian familiar with the
structure said a short circuit was
to blame because the flames firat
broke in theé ceiling and the lights
wers. out immediately.
