The cable states
that “it must be clearly understood
that Major Gen. Hughes had nothing
to’ do with his nomination, which was
made by the authority of Gen. Ald-
erson. It is understood that his pro-
motion to the rank of Brigadier Gen-
eral comes as a recognition of the
splendid work done by Col. Hughes at
St. Julien and Festubert.

TERROR HAS TURNED

BY PAESBYTERIAN DIVINE

HAMILTON, Sept. 27.—There have
been many attempts by clergymen
and religious orators among laymen
to desribe hell, that region beyond
the Plutonian shore. At tle Saturday
night recruiting meeting, Rev. W, H.
Spdgewick, pastor of the Central
Presbyterian Church, gave an entirely
new definition of the future punish-
ment of the damned. " EhE

“We have heard a great many
speak of hell,” said the speaker.
“Many tell us that it is a region of
fire and brimstone. Others say that
it is merely the torment of the mind.
I will tell you what h-1l is. When,
after a man has seen his Empire fall
into destruction, and has to see the
ruins of his once beloved country,
and then has to admit that if he and
others had done their duty that it
would not have happened, the torture
of that man’s mind and body will be
hell! That is hell enough for any man
and will be hLell ehough for you if
you are placed in that position.

“The grand Empire of Great Britain
was not built upon sentiment. Sen-
timent is all very well, and we are
thankful for it, but the Empire was

built upon sacrifice and the only way
that we can maintain it is by sacri-
fice. Every one of us must make sac-
rifices for “the cause of our native
land.”

Prior to the monster recruiting
meeting which was organized by the
Hamilton Recruiting society, the
whole Hamilton garrison marched
around the city. It was a real recruit-
ing parade, headed by the brass bands

“of the 13th Royal regiment and the

91st Highlanders, and the bugle and
drum band of the 86th Machine Gun
Battalion. About 1000 men were in
the line. The men made a decided
impression by their marching and
general appearance, parading like men
who had had months of training, in-
stead of having only recently been
recruited from the various offices and
factories of this city. The recruiting
League posters were carried on sticks,
the same as it is done in the big re-
cruiting parades in England, calling
upon the men who frequent the curb-
stones when the parades march by,
to come into the road and join the
colors.
