He then showed a chart on the
manurial value of fodders and -showed
what we were taking out of our
farms when we sold all we grew.This
chart was very interesting as evidenc-
ed by the number of questions asked
by the farmers present. Mr. Mitchell
claimed that if one third of the diary
cows on P. E. I. were disposed of
and ‘the feed given to the remaining
two thirds there would be more pro-
fit for our farmers.
The next chart was a comparison
of returns from 12 herds at Kensing-
ton factory from June ‘1st to Octo-
ber 31st, 1911, showing the differ-
weeding out poor cows.
