In the
report it is claimed that the bridges \\"0L11d cost
at least $800,000 and $400,000 respectively, that
this constituted an “unjustifiable expense” and
that the people of this section were not entitled
to receive so much consideration from the Do-
minion Government.

This report was forwarded by Hon, Mr.
Howe, Minister of Transport, to the Campbell
Government as a final judgment in the matter.
Our Liberal representatives tamely .accepted it;
and despite all the ballyhoo that has appeared
in the Liberal press from that time to this, it
remains the official attitude of the King Gov-
erninent towards these projects.
*. It is not the attitude, however, of Hon. John
Bracken and the DProgressive Conservative
Party. Mr. Bracken has stated that he re-
gards these bridges as an intrinsic part of our
national highway system, and his Government
will assume the cost of building them. It is
not a question of expense, as the King Gov-
ernment report maintains, but of a solemn
obligation on the part of the Dominion towards
this Province in the matter of a vital transporta-
tion need.

finance, monopolies) and other
industries operated - against  the

public interest. The C. C F. has
never proposed public ownership
of farms or of a whole host of otn-
er businesses in' which individual
enterprise- is efficient, economica!,
and not anti-social.

The C. C. F.’s national planning
does not mean control of all pro=
duction, - distribution and ' employ=
ment.
