His Holiness Expres-
sesConfidence
That Present Year
Would See End Of
Universal Crisis.

VATICAN CITY, Feb, 26—
(A.P.)—Thrift was exnlted to-
day in an address by Pope Pius
in which he expressed confid-
ence this year would see the
end of the universal crisis.

Speaking to 600 clerks of sav-
ings banks in the province of
Lombardy, he sald.

“Saving includes a sum of
general elements centreing in
vigorcus work to provide for
the present and future, For
this it is necessary to employ
‘another element, that is exer=
cise of one of the card'nal vir-
tues, tempe-ance of life which
means the contirol of oneself, a
temperance moderated by pru-
dence so that it be not exces-
s've and degencrate into avar-
ice.

“Thrift demands one provide &
margin of living without render-
ing oneself miserable, It is a vir-
tue essentially Christian - which
requires a certain force of self de-
nial and some spirit of mortifica-
tion and penitence. Life always has
a need. of thrift.”
