SCHMELING, GOOD. CHAMPION

Max Schmeling, the Teuton hold-
er of the world’s heavyweight title,
in almost every part of the world
except New York State, demon-
strated recently in the new Munici-
pal Stadium at Cleveland that he is
thoroughly entitled to the throne
he occupies. In defeating W. L.
“Young” Stribling he turned back
the challenge of one of the smart-
est boxers in the heavyweight ranks
and did something that had not
been done in 277 previous bouts,
force the Georgian to stop before
the end of the bout. Schmeling was
outpointed in the earlier rounds
but had his own plan of campaign
and followed it perfectly. Stribling
had the edge in the first six rounds
but from then on, when Schmeling
really opened up and took the ag-
gressive, it was merely a parade for
the German, He took everything
that Stribling had and hardly bore
a mark after the bout,

The victory removes any taint
from Schmeling’s title. Ever since
he won on a foul from Jack Shark-
ey in the Yankee Stadium in June,
1930, and returned home to Ger-
many therelhave been slighting re-
marks made about the German’s
ability and heart. Last night he de-
monstrated he had the ability and
it may not be lcvg before he is re-
instated in New York.

The bout was a financial flop.
That was forechsted some time ago.
It was estimated that the attend-
ance was 35,000 and the gate in the
neighborhood of $350,000, but the
Madison Square Garden Corpora-
tion which staged the bout had
previously announced that they
could not break éven under a gate
of $400,000. It was the smallest gate
for a heavyweight title bout since
the Dempsy-Gibbons match in
Shelby, Mont., on July 4, 1923. Last
night Schmeling worked for 40 per
cent. of the gate and will receive
about $120,000, while Stribling will

get about $36,500 for balm. Schmel-
ing and Sharkey each received
$177,017 for their found-round TLon
13 months ago.

GERMAN SPORT EAGLE SOARS

Last week was momentous in
sport circles for Germany; Schmel-
ing retained the heavyweight cham-
plonship of the world at Cleveland
and at Wimbledon, Praulein Cilll
Aussem contested with her country
woman, Hilda Krahwinkel, for the
womens tennis singles, Fraulein
Aussem won her matches in clean,
decisive fashion and at the finish
of the match Hilda was nearly as
groggy es Stribling.

For the first time in the history
of Wimbledon play, two German
ladies dominated the finals. The
Fatherland is leaping further .in
athletic endeavor every day. .The
state takes an active part in the
promotion of all kinds of sport and
the effects of its action will con-
tinue to make themselves felt.

GAINS IS READY

The manager of Larry Gains, To-
ronto negro who holds the Canad-
ian heavyweight title, stated that a
group of Leicester sportsmen have
undertaken to back Gains to the
extent of $25,000 if a match can be
managed with Max Schmeling, Ger-
man who successfully defended his
world’s title against Young Strib-
ling at Cleveland.

Gains, who easily defeated Phil
Scott, British heavyweight champ-
fon, in England a month ago, is
prepared to leave for America at
the end of the month.

DID NOT IMPRESS GOB

Jack Sharkey, asked on Tuesday
it he were going to attend the
Cleveland bout, replied: “I wouldn’t
go across the street to see it. Mrs
Sharkey and I are going to take
our children to our New Hamp-
shire camp for the holiday and
amuse them by shooting off fire-
works.”
