The Japanese Famine Fund, opened
by The Guardian some six years ago, ||
was brought vividly ' to mind some
days ago by the receipt of a beauti-
ful silver cup sent to the manager,
J. R. Hood, by the authorities in
wvadyall.

The following letters were received
and will be of interest to all those
who helped so liberally by donating'
«to the relief of the famine stricken
sufferers of that time.

The notification of this honer-comes.
from the imperial consul-general of
Japan at Ottawa, T. Nakamura,
whose letter is as follows: .‘Dear
Sir,—At the instance of the Japan-
ese prefectural authorities, which
reached me yesterday, I beg to send
you, under separate cover by parcel
post, one box containing one silver
cup, which the presidept of the im-
perial bureau of decoration desires to
present to you. I also enclose here-
with two documents attached there-
to, together ‘with their translation.
Yours sincerely, T. Nakamura, Im-
perial Consul-General of Japan.”
