Russians Announce Gains In Kalinin Sector;
Battle of Kharkov Drawing To A Close.

MOSCOW, May 31—(AP)—The
Russians announced today  they
had taken “important enemy lines”
on the Kalinin sector northwest of
Moscow, leaving about 1,100 dead
and wounded Germans on the

battlefield after three days of re- '

The midnight communique re-
verted to its previously repeated
phrase that “there were no sig-
nificant changes at the front dur-
ing the day.

This was the first time that Hit-
ler’s firing squads had done their
work on Sunday.

Those executed today, the Prague
radio announced, included two high
officials of the ministry of agri-
culture of the protectorate of Bo-
hemia and Moravia,

Today’s executions made a total
of 82 since the attack on Heydrich
Wednesday. ’

The Germans were reported work-
ing on the theory that parachutists
dropned from foreien planes had a
hand in the attempted assassin-
ation of Heydrich.
