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ITALY SAID TO HAVE SPENT TWO
HUNDRED MILLION DOLLARS.

ROME, Feb. 24— (Via Paris, 2.50 p.
m.)—Close observers in Rome of the
political situation declare that since
the readiness of Italy to join in the
war has become apparent, the insis-
tence of Germany upon her continued
neutrality has grown stronger.

It is declared, in a reliable quarter,
that Prince Von Buelow, the German
Ambassador to Italy, has summarized
the situation to date substantially as
follows:—

“Italy has spent nearly two billion
lire ($200,000,000) in war preparation
sinee the outbreak of hostilities, conse-
quently action on her part is daily be-
coming more imperative.
“Furthermore, for internal reasons,
all political parties are asking the
Government to obtain as a result of
diplomatic negotiations or through the
use of the Italian army and navy the
rulﬁllmem of the aspirations of the
nation, particularly in return for the
heavy sacrifices already made,
