In the first four months of the
present fiscal year—from 1st  April
to 31st July—Canada imported from
the United States no less than 2,
921,764 dozen eggs,. valued at $572,-
141. She exported to the United
States during the same period
1,409 dozen eggs, valued at $328.

The Liberal party claimed that
Reciprocity would increase the con-
sumption of Canadian checse in the
United States. The facts show that
for the period of four months men-
tioned above we imported from the
United States 110,068 lbs. of cheese,
valued at $21,357, on which the duty
of $3,302 was paid. For the same
period we exported to the United
States 11,089 lbs. of cheese valued
at $2,134.

With regard to butter, we im-
ported 83,882 lbs., valued at $23,349,
on which $3,355 duty was paid; and
wa exported about the same quant-
ity.

The farmers of Canada were told
that once the tariff barriers were
removed and Reciprocity came into
effect that there would be an unlim-
ited market to the south for Cana-
dian produce, What are the facts?
We exported for the four months
116,248 bushels of potatoes, valued
at $46,316. We imported from the
United States 283,027 bushels of po-
tatoes, valued at $247,259,% an which
$566,605 duty was paid; so even with

is the realization of the folly and
sin of drunkenness that has eflected
the reform.

tatoes we imported nearly three
times as many potatoes during the
past four months as we exported to
the United States.

The man who raises poultry on
his farm has not much to hope for
with reciprocity, as our exports to
the United States, for the four
months, of live poultry were $6,726,
and of dressed poultry, §47; while,
during the same period, we imported
from the United States $77,085 worth
of poultry, on which the duty of
$15,417 was paid.

Then there is  the question
wheat, and the great market to the
south which was promised the Can-
adian wheat grower by ’l(eciprocity.
What are the facts? In the
months we iﬁ\purtcd from the United
States 41,722 bushels of wheat, valu-
ed at $38,601, on which the duty of
$5,000 wus paid. Surely, with a
surplus of wheat in the Canadian
West, it is hardly necessary to im-
port 41,000 bushels in the four
months from the great market to
to the south.

We imported fresh tomatoes to the
extent of 183,828 bushels, valued at
335,805, on which the duty of $100,-
741 was paid, and the statistics fail
to show that we exported to -the
United States one tomato. There
is, therefore, a great future in reci-
procity for the tomato growers of
Canada.

Then take the item of beans. We
imported from the United States for
the four months 13,134 bushels valu-
ed at $31,532, on which $3,283 duty
was paid, We exported to the Unit-
ed States 1,392 bushels of beans val-
ned at §3,644. Of oatmeal and roll-
ed oats, we imported 2,145 1bs.,valu-
ed at $114, and we exported to the
United States the magnificent quant-
ity of 1 barrel of oatmeal, valued at
$5, and of meal of other kinds we ex- |
ported to the United States 3 I)m‘—,
rels, valued at $11, Burely there is
room here for that wider market.

We also imported from the United
States during the four months $104, -
320 worth of hay, on which §13,884
duty was collected, We also import-
ed 50,000 bushels of oats during the
four months, g

The facts and figures are interest-
ing in that they prove that the claim
for wider markets is not supported
by the feal conditions, as they ex-
ist, and show that the home mar-
ket of Canada is inecreasing so rap-
idly that the farmer will not be led
away by specious argumenta concern-
ing wider markets to the south,when
