POLICE GOT

CAMDEN, N. J., Feb. 11—The
wrestling bout between Reginald Siki,
of Abyssinia, and Andy Brown, of
Brooklyn, at the Camden Conven-
tion Hall last night, ended in disor-
der and the beating of Brown into
unconsciousness by a policeman.

The trouble started at the conclu-
sion of the first fall, when Siki pin-
ned Brown's shoulders to the mat
after 31 minutes and 29 seconds of
grappling. Leaping to his feet after
the referee, Frank Potts, had count-
ed him out, Brown attacked Siki, who
had donned his bathrobe. Siki- at-
tempted to protect himself and both
men hecame entangled in the robe.

Potts attempted to separate them
and Brown planted a stiff left to his
chin, sending the referee staggering
to his knees. Quickly regaining his
feet, the referce, who is no mean
boxer, feinted Brown with a right
and drove him to the ropes with a
vicious bouy blow. By this time the
fans were surging toward the ring
and shouting.

A squad of police then made their
way to the ringside and one of them
leaped into the ring and beat Brown
into submission.

After order had been restored Siki
returned to the ring, but it was an-
nounced that Brown had suffered
such injuries to his head that physi-
cians had ordered him not to con-
tinue the match, which was to have
been the best two out of three falls,
Siki was declared the winner.

000, voters will be entitled to par- |
ticipate in the balloting. This con-
stitutes more than one half the pop-
ulation of the entire country,

Those who will be able to vote
in the election include every person
of either sex who has reached the
age of 18 and is engaged in some
useful occupation. The only per-
sons disfranchised are those living
on unearned income, religious. ser-
vants and officials of the Czarist po-
lice.

Xs Protracted

The voting is protracted over a
period of several months. Even in
the individual cities weeks are spent
before all the deputies of the Soviet
are elected. This is due to the fact |
that the elections are based on pro-
duction rather than territorial prin- |
ciples. . Deputies to the Soviet are
elected by the workers and office em-
ployes where they work, in the fac-
tories and institutions, each of which
appoints its own polling day within
a specified time.
