Nature Notes

On May 31st an earthquake took
the lives of 390 people in Turkey.
The actronomicai phenomena about
that date are worthy of study. First,
the Moon was ‘new” that is, the
Sun, the Mcon, and the Earth were
in a direct line  Secondiy, the
Moon was in Pcilgee, that is near-
est the Earth for thz timme being;
a position (accoraing to Dr. Alexis
Perrey, a, French seismclogist) in
which earthquakes cccur wost fre-
quently. In eadaticn to this, the
Moon was in conjunction with the
planet Uranus on the 31st, and with
Venus cn June 1st Thus, the Sun.
Uranus and Venus,” and the Moon
in Perigee, were all in line with
the Earth and puiling at it by grav-
ftation. Here was all set for a major
earthquake and !t came.

A writer in ar African paj -
the Cape Argus, I think— had a
good word for earthquakes, some
vears ago His argument went like
this: Over all the land surface of
the globe, since the earliest time:,
there has been u perpetual struggle
between destructive amfl restorative
forces.

R DRINK

TORONTO —Prof. L. Josyln
Rogers, advisor to the Ontario At-
toraiey-General’s department, sald
recently he expected a nation-wide
revulsion against eéxcess drinking.

“What chance has the present
Peneration of boys and girls whose
mothers are shameless in beer par-
lors?” asked the Professor, mem-
ber of the University of Toronto
Chemistry faculty and Government
investigator of murder and other
crimes. :
The situation today was much
worse than in the 1920's “when
the jazz age burst so unexpectedly
and when it became smart for. the
first time for a youth to carry a
flask of liquor with him.

“The drinking situation is going
to get worse for a little while, I
think, and the people will be 50 re-
volted at the foolishness of it that
there will be a drastic change. It's
inevitable there will be a swing
back to the conditions where a
man was proud to look up to his
wife, not just look after a bear-
swiller.”

Prof. Rogers said that an - On-
tario magistrate, checking over
court cases, estimated that over a
period of many months 80 per cent
arcse directly or indirectly ° from
excessive .drinking.
“Drunk drivers and drunk
pedestrians will kill and be killed
in shocking numbers during the
years to come.

2. We further petition that
scientific temperance be correlated
with * health, physical fitness, and
social studies; also economics, lit-
erature, history, chemistry and
home economics, and be incorpor-
ated as part of the University cur-
riculum.

3. We petition
course in scientific temperature,
temperance, esented by a fully
qualified teacher, be a part of the
program at the University sum-
mer school,

4. We believe that a progressive
government should appoint a com-
petent commission to _thoroughly
investigate the effects of the liquor
traffic on the whole economi¢, soc-
ial, physical and mental hedlth of
all our people. And that ‘the find-
ings of such a commission should
be published, for the informatien
of all citizens.

We also recommend that the
Government should not only exer-
cise control over the liquor (raffic
but should provide substitutes for
the beverage room. (Such as up-
to-date attractive Milk Bars.)

We also expressed our regret
that the quantities of alcohnlic
beverages allowed each individual
purchaser per day are so generous
and same should be curtailed.
